XiaMen Highlights:

South PuTuo Temple — Said to be built during the Tang Dynasty, this temple which is dedicated to the Goddess of
Mercy has undergone several name changes. Picturesque views of XiaMen and the surrounding districts can be seen
from the Wulao Peak located behind the temple.

JinMen — This island off the coast of China near XiaMen has seen much action during the confrontation between China
and Taiwan. Though it is very near mainland China, it is under the jurisdiction of Taiwan. Many attractions here depict
or remind us of the war between People’s Republic of China and Kuomingtang forces.

Gulangyu Island — Locals call this place ‘The Piano Town’ or ‘Musical Island’. This island used to be a foreign enclave in
XiaMen'’s colonial past during the Qing Dynasty. As such many charming western styled architecture can be found here.
Named as a National Scenic Spot, it is renowned for its natural beauty and ancient relics. There are several places of
interest on the island including the Statue of ZhengChengGong (A National Hero); the Piano Museum - with more than
200 pianos; the Sunlight Rock — highest point on the island.

The Tulou Cluster -- composed of large multilayer earth buildings built by ancient wealthy families as their residence, is
known for their unique round shape, ingenious structure and oriental mystery. The Tulou Cluster was recognized as part of
Fujian Tulou World Cultural Heritage Site in 2008 by UNESCO.
