Tour Highlights:

South PuTuo Temple — Said to be built during the Tang Dynasty, this temple which is dedicated to the Goddess of
Mercy has undergone several name changes. Picturesque views of XiaMen and the surrounding districts can be seen
from the Wulao Peak located behind the temple.

Gulangyu Island — Locals call this place ‘The Piano Town’ or ‘Musical Island’. This island used to be a foreign enclave in
XiaMen’s colonial past during the Qing Dynasty. As such many charming western styled architecture can be found here.
Named as a National Scenic Spot, it is renowned for its natural beauty and ancient relics. There are several places of
interest on the island including the Statue of ZhengChengGong (A National Hero); the Piano Museum - with more than
200 pianos; the Sunlight Rock — highest point on the island.

Mt WuYi — A UNESCO Heritage Site for both Natural and Cultural, it is a relatively pollution free area. This mountain
range is famed for its natural beauty and is an outstanding biodiversity conservation zone.

KaiYuan Temple — Built during the Tang Dynasty, this temple has relics from the historical dynasties. They include:
Brick Cravings from Tang Dynasty, Bronze Bell from Song Dynasty, Joss-Stick Urn from Yuan Dynasty, Wood-carved
Thousand Buddha Pagoda from Ming Dynasty and the original Great Tibetan Sutra from the Qing Dynasty.

Day 6: QuanZhou — Xiamen (Breakfast/Lunch/Dinner)
