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10D SILK ROAD TOUR

Trip Highlights:

1. International Bazaar EBR KB H, — An important landmark, this Islamic style market place is where you
will find silk and cashmere products (including scarves and clothing), carpets, dried food (nuts, raisins, dates),
dried lavender potpourri and many local produce.

2. Heaven Lake Xt — This very beautiful lake, at 1980m above sea level, has water clear enough to reflect
the blue skies, clouds and snow-capped peaks. There will be a short cruise on this lake.

3. Turpan City HEHEH LB /RHF - Within this ancient city is the more-than-200-years-old Emin
Minaret (Su Gong Ta), which is the largest Islamic tower in China.

4. Karez Irrigation System — Constructed during the ancient times, this entire system is more than 5000 km
in length. More intriguingly, this is an underground system.

5. Ancient City of GaoChang & &#3H - Built during the 6" century, this now defunct garrison town had
undergone extended period of warfare. The famous Tang Dynasty monk, Tang Seng, passed this place on his
way to India to collect Buddhist scriptures. Take a donkey ride here.

6. Flaming Mountain A #&LL — This reddish barren mountain is made famous by the Monkey God classics.

7. Bezeklik Thousand Buddhas Grottoes HFEE R T — The paintings and sculptures here, done
more than 1500 years ago, is considered the most valuable in Turpan.

8. Grape Valley — Grapes are grown primarily for making raisins. We can try the very sweet grapes while
watching a cultural performance here.

9. BaliKun Grassland — at more than 2300 metres high. Thisis where we can witness the Kazakh nomadic
tribes with their livestock grazing on the vast land. We can also try our hand at archery there.

10. MoGao Caves EEE — A UNESCO Heritage site at DunHuang, this Qin period cave system contain the
best preserved Buddhist Arts (including manuscripts and paintings) in the world.

11. MingSha Mountain/Crescent Moon Spring ¥ LI HSF R — Take a camel ride up this mountain and
enjoy the beautiful scenery of the Crescent Moon Spring. A movie, starring Michelle Yeoh, The Touch, was
filmed here. This spring, already shrinking fast, may disappear in several years.

12. JiaYuGuan Tower ZEIBX3IHEE — The last pass of the Great Wall at the West of China, this place was used
as a military fortress especially during the Ming Dynasty.

13. ZhangYe Big Buddha Temple FK# K #F — China’s largest indoor reclining Buddha is housed within this
temple.
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14. Terracotta Warriors Z L3 {f- This world famous UNESCO Heritage site was built during the Qin Period
by the first emperor of China. A must visit!

15. HuaQing Pool — This is where the famous Tang Dynasty Imperial Concubine YangGuFei used to bathe in.

Day 9 LanZhou - XiAn (Breakfast/Lunch/Dinner)
=== Mill Wheel Park === Airport = XiAn

=== Museum of the Qin Terracotta Warriors ===» HuaQing Pool ===» Airport » ChengDu »- Singapore
