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8D Kunming/Dali/Lijiang/Shangri-la/
Dong Chuan Red Land

Day1: Singapore—Kunming (B/L/D)

Assemble at Changi Airport for your friendly-service flight to the capital of Yunnan province, well known as the “City of Eternal
Spring"—Kunming. After lunch, we will go to Jiuxiang to visit to Jiuxiang Cave. Jiuxiang is one the member of the International Cave
Association and is famous for its unique and picturesque cave formations. There are over 100 caves at different sizes and combines
not only the wonderful stalactites and stalagmites, but also deep valleys, waterfalls, in-cave rivers as well as the rare fish—Blind fish.

Day2: Kunming—Dali (B/L/D)

This morning, proceed to the Bai Nationality Culture — Dali. Upon arrival, continue the journey to Erhai Lake, known as Yeyuze in
ancient times, is named after its ear-like shape. It is the second largest lake in Yunnan Province. We will take a boat ride along the
lake to enjoy the beautiful scenery. After dinner, we will have some free & easy time in the Dali Ancient town.

Day3: Dali—Lijiang (B/L/D)

This morning we will visit Dali — Zhou City. The people of this countryside have their own national Features in anyway. After Lunch, we will
transfer to Lijiang. Upon arrival, we'll to visit Lijiang Ancient Town. Lijiang Ancient Town has a history of over 700 years and has been listed as
a World Cultural Heritage by UNESCO.

Along the way, we will visit the Black Dragoon Lake, so far the best place in Lijiang to view the full
scene of the Jade Dragon Snow Mountain.

Day4: Lijiang / Jade Dragon Snow Mountain (B/L/D)

This morning, Our highlight today is the Jade Dragon Snow Mountain. It's located where the Qinghai-Tibet and Yunnan -Guizhou plateaus
interlock together form the peak of the Yulong Mountains. Harboring a string of marine glaciers, the Yulong mountain range extends unbroken
for 21 miles, forming a "Jade Dragon" dancing in clouds. Its silvery scales shining bright. Afternoon around 0100pm, you also can enjoy the
Famous Show from Zhang Yimou {Impression Lijiang) It highest natural performance field in the world at seal 3100m, 360 dregree angle of
view, 100 fierce horses running in the field, Performed by 500 actors from 10 ethnic groups, An impression demonstration performing for 365
days with nature.

Day6: Lijiang—Shangri-La (B/L/D)

Today you'll depart by coach for Zhongdian. Zhongdian is very famous for Shangri-la. On your way we also can visit Yangtze First
Turn. It is near the Yangtze River, following a northwest course, plunges head-on into a high and ragged cliff, take sharp
U-turn-believed to be the river’s first bend it flows on-and changes its course in a northeast direction. Continue to Zhongdian.
Shangri-La is inhabited by Tibettans. It's full of unique Tibetan culture and Lamaism. In Zhongdian we’ll visit Napahai Lawn and
Guihua Temple, the Lamasery of "Shangri-la" is Guihua Temple or Songzan linbu Lamasery in Tibentan. The lamasery, with 800
lamas, resembles Butala Palace of Lasha in the outlook. The five-story Tibetan style building is covered with wooden carvings and
gold-plated copper tiles, which is modeled on Potala Palace in Tibet.

Day6: Shangri-La—Kunming (B/L/D)

After breakfast, we will head to PuDaCuo Natural Reserve to view the great scenery in the highland of Shangri-La with the accompany
of some endangered animals. We will take our domestic flight back to Kunming in the afternoon, upon arrival we will head to NanPing
Walking Street and the Golden Horse & Jade Chicken Board. It will be your free time to get some shopping here, and in the same time
understand some of the culture and history of Kunming.

Day7: Kunming- DongChuan (B/L/D)

This morning we will continue our journey to DongChuan, visit the DongChuan Red Lands. This land is used mainly for farming. The
agricultural terrace is stunningly contoured and beautiful colours, especially different shades of red, are depicted during different
seasons. A great photography location!
